1. INTRODUCTION
On Wednesday, 15th November 2023, the Awutu Senya District Assembly organized a special event at the forecourt of the Assembly to distribute working tools to selected Persons With Disability (PWDs) across the district. This initiative was part of the government’s broader commitment to empowering persons with disabilities through skills development and income-generating support.

2. OBJECTIVE OF THE DISTRIBUTION
The primary goal of the distribution was to provide essential tools to PWDs to help them become more self-reliant, economically active, and integrated into mainstream society. · 40 Singer Hand Sewing Machines
· 40 Igloo Ice Chests (20 Litres Capacity)
These items were carefully selected based on the skill sets and economic activities of the beneficiaries, ranging from tailoring to small-scale cold storage and beverage sales.
